4 Stop using bushing cutters, sockets,
or suitable tools to service bushings.

TO REMOVE BUSHINGS:

1. First select proper collet.
(fig.1] Place a new bhushing onto
one of the three collets. Push
expander into the end of the
collet to expand it into the
bushing. Select the collet that
fits the tightest in to the
bushing.

Make sure plastic tipped handle is
in the driver.

2. Place the selected collet on
the driver as shown. ([fig. 2]

3. Slide expander into the end of
the collet. ([fig. 3)

“Do Not Expand The Collet At This
Time.”

<. Before removing the worn
bushing measure the depth of
the old bushing. ([fig. 4)
& Write down the distance
to the end of the bushing.
You will need to know this
when installing the new
bushing.

5. Slide assembled parts
through the pump. You want the
lip of the collet to expand behind
the inner edge of the bushing.
(fig. 5]

{To hold work piece secure, place
a piece of hard wood on each
side between vise jaws.)

6. Hold the driver end of the
toal and push the expander into
the collet to expand it into the
bushing. Check to make sure
the collet is positioned properiy.
Reposition if necessary. [fig. B)
Note: There are some 10
grooves on the driver these are
for proper location for E400 and
ADDO pump stators.

7. While holding the end of the
expander tight into the collet,
strike plastic end of the driver

handle to remove the old worm
bushing. ([fig 7]
